- Angel Food Ministries — Angel Food is available in a quantity that can fitinto a
medium-sized box at $30 per unit. Each month's menu is different than the previous
month and consists of both fresh and frozen items with an average retail value of
approximately $60.

- Annual Mission Trip - Hurricane Relief — coordinate and or participate in the annual
fall mission trip to Louisiana.

- Free Cycle - is grassroots and entirely nonprofit movement of people who are giving
(& getting) stuff for free in their own towns. It's all about reuse and keeping good
stuff out of landfills. Each local group is moderated by a local volunteer

- Coats for Kids — coordinate annual coat drive in the fall

- Turkey Shoot - coordinate annual turkey collection and delivery
